Duties include but are not limited to: performing functional skills assessments; performing behavior analytic functional analyses; conducting treatment sessions; development and evaluation of behavior support plans; residential staff training over behavior support plans and therapeutic interactions with consumers; monitoring and feedback related to staff implementation of behavior support plans; coordination of data collection systems to evaluate behavior support and psychotropic medication therapy; participation in a data-based psychiatric consultation clinic; participation as a member of an interdisciplinary team; and counseling for some individuals. These positions provide opportunities for presentations and publications of assessment and treatment work. Standard work hours are 8-5, M-F. A non-standard work schedule is a possibility to accommodate schooling or personal preference. Reimbursed travel is occasionally necessary. Employment at Denton State School affords the opportunity for attendance at professional conferences as well as the opportunity for BCBA supervised experience leading to Board Certification in Behavior Analysis.
