Distinguishing Features of the Position:

The Clinical Assessment Specialist position provides assistance for the 

assessment and delivery of clinical services for community supervision 

clients.  The Clinical Assessment Specialist reports directly to the Senior Psychologist.

Works closely with the Senior Psychologist to provide psychological evaluations (including dual diagnosis, mental health, and substance abuse evaluations) and make treatment recommendations for community supervision clients; provides probation officers and the courts with such evaluations in a timely manner; assists in providing consultation to probation officers regarding clients with mental illness and/or substance abuse problems; acts as a liaison with community mental health agencies and treatment providers to secure needed services for community supervision clients; provides clinical support for problem solving courts; participates in conferences with MIMR officers; assists in training departmental staff on available clinical services for offenders; assists in keeping departmental staff apprised of  the latest developments in the mental health  and substance abuse fields; maintains membership and active participation in professional mental health organizations; and performs any other related duties as may be assigned by the Senior Psychologist, and/or the Comprehensive Assessment and Treatment Services Manager.
